This contract of employment has been prepared for

use in connection with employment of staff who are not employed in accordance with the Danish Act on Certain Working Conditions in Agriculture ect. or the Danish Employees Act.

This contract of employment may be used only in connection with employment of staff who do not receive full board as part of their wages and who are not salaried employees.

It is a law requirement that a contract shall always be drawn up.

Within a maximum of one month of the commencement of the employment the

employer shall notify the employee in writing of the essential conditions and terms included in the contract of employment. It is a minimum requirement that the notification shall include the information stated in the contract of employment, cf. Consolidation Act No. 692 of 20 August 2002 on the employer’s obligation to notify the employee of the terms and conditions of the employment.

This contract complies with the minimum terms and conditions of the Act.

Hereunder, the employer is obligated to notify the employee of other terms essential to the employment. This can be done by filling in Clause 9 Other matters.

Guide for the contract of employment for staff

employed in agriculture

Re 1 
This section should describe the most important responsibilities and 
duties as well as duties in which training will be provided.
Re 2 
If subclause 4 is checked off, the contract cannot be terminated after 
the expiry of the trial period. This does not apply, however, if the par-
ties agree to terminate the contract at an earlier date or where a party 
fails to perform his contractual obligations.
Re 3 
Note that weekly working hours have to be filled in. Also note that in 
the course of a 12-month reference period, the average working hours 
during a seven-day period shall not exceed 48 hours inclusive of over
time. For young persons below 18 years working hours inclusive of 
overtime must not exceed 8 hours per day and 40 hours per week. 
Within a 7-day period the young person must have two consecutive 
24-hour periods off. The number of weekly working hours is inclusive 
of work on weekends and on holidays not falling on a Sunday as per 
contract.

Re 4 
If overtime work has to be performed by the employee during the


employment, an amount shall be stated in the appropriate box. Please note that overtime work is extra hours of work performed beyond the hours stated in Clause 3. In connection with overtime work there is a mutual obligation to settle at a monthly basis. There is a Danish agricultural practice that, in connection with harvest, sowing and tending of livestock, a need for overtime work which is difficult to predict may occur. Other overtime work should be notified at least one day in advance.
Re 5 
Irrespective of type of holiday pay, holidays are accrued in the accruing year which corresponds to the calendar year and holidays are taken in the following holiday year running from 1 May to 30 April. Employees with a 5-day working week are entitled to 25 holidays per year as per 1 January 2001, whereas employees with a 6-day working week are entitled to 30 holidays. If the average working week has been 5-6 days, a pro rata number of holidays is accrued. The number of so-called special holidays, holidays in addition to the accrued holidays, is agreed upon individually between employer and employee. 

Re 6 
The contract shall state whether the employee receives full pay during


periods of illness or not, alternatively, full pay during the first 14 days 

Of illness. If the parties agree on full pay and the employee is en-
gaged on a monthly basis, this has the effect that the employee re-
ceives holiday with pay, see Re 5.

Re 7 
If the employee is going on leave due to pregnancy, childbirth or adoption, the employee is only entitled to benefits as laid down in the Danish Sickness and Child Birth Benefit Act unless the parties have agreed in writing on full pay.
Re 8 
Free accommodation. If a room, a flat or other type of accommodation fraom part of this contract, it shall be stated here and a separate contract is made.
Re 9 
If an education contract is made simultaneously or one has already been made in advance, the parties must ensure that the two contracts are in agreement with each other. With regard to wages during sessions at educational institutions the education contract applies, whereas this contract applies during the practical training period. The trial period mentioned in Clause 2 does not include a preceding session at an educational institution. If a pension contract is made simultaneously with this contract, it shall appear from a separate document.
